School Dress
Indoors:  While student dress is generally left to the discre-
tion of parents, the school does reserve the right to notify 
a student or parent if the student dress constitutes a threat 
to safety, health, welfare or is a disruptive element to the 
learning process.

Students may want to make sure they are wearing suit-
able clothing or have a jacket during the warmer months.  
Outdoors:  During periods of extreme cold and/or thaw-
ing conditions, we request children wear warm chothes.  
Please send your child to school each day prepared 
to go outdoors.  When the temperature or the wind 
chill is approximately zero degrees, students will stay 
indoors.  ! is same rule applies in the spring and fall 
when the temperature or heat index reaches 100 degrees.

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 Notification of Rights Under the Protection of Pupil Rights Amendment (PPRA)  
 
The PPRA gives parents certain rights regarding surveys given to students and the collection and use of 
information for marketing purposes, and certain physical exams.  These include the right to:  
 
Consent before students are required to submit to a survey that asks questions about one or more of the following 
protected areas (protected information survey) if the survey is funded in whole or in part by a program of the U.S. 
Department of Education: 
  

1.  Political affiliations or beliefs of the student or studentÕs parent 
2.  Mental or psychological problems of the student or studentÕs family  
3.  Sexual behavior or attitudes 
4.  Illegal, anti-social, self-incriminating, or demeaning behavior  
5.  Critical appraisals of others with whom respondents have close family relationships  
6.  Legally recognized privileged relationships, such as with lawyers, doctors, or ministers  
7.  Religious practices, affiliations, or beliefs of the student or parents  
8.  Income, other than as required by law to determine program eligibility 
 

 
Receive notice and opportunity to opt a student out of: 

 
1.  Any other protected information survey (see 8 areas listed above Ð regardless of funding).        

 
2.  Any non-emergency, invasive physical exam or screening required as a condition of attendance, 

administered by the District or its agent, and not necessary to protect the immediate health and safety 
of a student, except for hearing, vision or scoliosis screenings, or any physical exam or screening 
permitted or required under Nebraska law. 

 
3.  Activities involving collection, disclosure, or use of personal information obtained from students for 

marketing or to sell or otherwise distribute the information to others.   
    
Inspect, upon request and before distribution or use:  

  
 1.  Protected information surveys.  

 2.  Instruments used to collect personal information from students for any marketing, sales, or other 
distribution purposes.  

 3.  Instructional material used as part of the educational curriculum. 
 
The District will notify parents of specific or approximate dates when such surveys are to be given.  These rights 
transfer to the student at age 18 or upon emancipation under Nebraska law.   
 
The District has adopted policies, in consultation with parents, regarding these rights - See Board of Education 
Policies 2235 and 5220 and regulations thereto. These may be accessed on the DistrictÕs website at 
www.westside66.org.  
 
This Notification of Rights Under the PPRA will be provided directly to parents at least annually at the start of each 
school year (and after any substantive changes to any applicable Board Policies).  It will also appear on the 
DistrictÕs website.
